Creative Arts and Sciences: What a
Year!

Thanks to the work of a dedicated team of volunteers and
some great fundraising by the PTO, the Creative Arts and
Science (CA&S) Committee was able to bring 19 high-
quality programs to Franklin this year. In case you missed
past Connection updates, here’s a quick summary of what’s
been coming through. The programs fall into four categories:
art and music, social studies, science/math, and language
arts.

Art and Music. The committee kicked off the year with a
wonderful, school-wide program by acclaimed jazz vocalist
Semenya McCord and her trio of exceptional musicians. A
month later, Newton North High School’s Fingerpaint
Players gave a hilarious performance of Cinderella for
grades K-2. On the art front, first graders (including K/1)
enjoyed a wonderful presentation by art historian Jill
Sanford. Using visual images of people from different
cultures, countries, and periods of history, Ms. Sanford
invited students to interpret what they saw and describe the
stories they thought the artists were trying to tell.

Social Studies. The Committee brought in four highly
regarded social studies programs, designed to supplement
key components of the curriculum. During their study of
China, Jill Sanford returned to guide second graders through
an exploration of Chinese art. Later, while studying Ghana,

they were treated to Joe and Vida Galeota’s wonderful
program “A Day in Ghana.” Students in grades 2-4 learned
about the life of Abraham Lincoln during a program
presented by Historical Perspectives for Children. Third
graders also deepened their understanding of Native
American life in New England during a visit from Native
educator Rob Aptaker.

Science. Many of our tried-and-true science presenters were
back, as inspiring as ever! Maire Anne Diamond, Franklin
parent emeritus and co-owner of Bugworks, continued to
delight first graders with her collection of cockroaches,
millipedes, centipedes and beetles. Fourth graders created
their own crystals and sedimentation chambers as part of the
Rocks and Minerals program presented by the Science
Discovery Museum. The museum also led an interactive
program for kindergartners on how sound is made and
travels. Fifth graders enjoyed excellent presentations by Jim
Parkes on North American birds of prey, Tom Wahle on
simple machines (perfect timing for MCAS!), Fox 25’s
meteorologist Cindy Fitzgibbons, and Michael LaFosse on
the beauty, and mathematical underpinnings, of origami.
Finally, second and third graders were able to touch, smell,
and explore a variety of sea creatures during Ellen Goethel’s
marine biology program “Explore the Ocean World.”

Language Arts. Franklin enjoyed two author visits this year.
Emilie Boon, creator of more than twenty books for young
children, entranced first graders with her stories and
illustrations, while award-winning children’s author Barbara
O’Connor spent time with Franklin’s third and fourth
graders, sharing photos, childhood and current manuscripts,
and techniques she uses to write her stories. We then ended
the year with an unbelievable program by
storyteller/musician Charlotte Blake Alston, whose stories
left us breathless! What a way to wrap things up!

Many thanks to CA&S committee members Margie Boone,
Clare Norton, Cathy Palumbo, Carmen Pancerella, Michelle
Roover, Valerie Razis, and Mary Reynders, for scheduling
and welcoming these performers—and to new members
Susan Boyer and Pam Wright, who are already contacting
programs for next year.
