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PRINCIPAL’S PAD
Dear Franklin Families,
Educators everywhere are talking about teaching to higher
standards and reaching new heights. Much is said over the
airwaves, within political discourse, in the newspapers and
periodicals, and in recently published books. However,
standards are not about test scores. Rather they are for
teaching with the end in mind, for being clear about
expectations, and for asking students to perform outside
their comfort zone. Our teachers have been committed to
high standards for themselves and for our children.
Certainly our parents and community members have high
levels of energy and commitment. But I must say that in
order for a school to be truly successful, the children,
teachers, family members, and administrators must consider
yet another factor. We need to create schools in which
people’s spirits are on “high.” There is a Ladino proverb
that reads, “It’s not how many commandments you fulfill,
but the spirit in which you fulfill them” So, it is not just
how many books a child reads, or how many committees a
parent joins, or how many workshops a teacher attends, but
what really matters is the spirit (and commitment) in which
we carry out these tasks.

Recently, I reread Shelly Harwayne’s book entitled Going
Places. I have had the opportunity to visit her school, The
Manhattan New School. Teachers at Franklin and in
Newton have attended workshops given by teachers from
this school. Shelley shares that, “…it doesn’t matter what
curriculum decisions we make, what instructional strategies
we try, or what assessment tools we select, if students and
teachers don’t care about each other. It doesn’t matter how
brilliant our mini lessons are or how clever our conferences
are if children make fun of each other’s handwriting, dialect,
or choice of topic. These things don’t matter at all if the
really important stuff isn’t in place. Children will not share
significant stories, take risks as spellers, or accept new
challenges if the classroom is not secure or supportive. The
tone of the classroom can make or break your writing
workshops…A top priority must go to creating a caring
school culture.” She continued to say that alma mater
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roughly translates as “nourishing mother.” I would hope
that all our graduates will think of us as a source of
nourishment. I hope all our children in our school feel that
they are loved. Adults too! Both students and teachers need
to think of schools as the safest place they have ever been,
and the most joyful! For when students are safe, they can
achieve.

You, too, place a significant role in helping make school the
safest place for children. For it is in how your child
observes your language, actions, and attitudes that
influences how they feel about themselves as well as how
they treat others. Children are precious gifts. A recent
quote from Elizabeth Stone was shared with me. “The
decision to have a child [and be a parent]…it’s momentous.
It is to decide forever to have your heart go walking outside
your body.” That quote reminds me how much you, school
faculty, and children deserve patience, understanding,
appreciation, and kindness.

Thank you to all who attended our annual Curriculum Night,
our first PTO meeting, and the school picnic. I also deeply
appreciate the number of parents & guardians who are
willing to volunteer on behalf of our school. I look forward
to working with all of you, and know that it will be a great
school year.
