Together we will look closely at
each subject, student, and grade level. Patterns of errors will
be explored; specific student’ s results will be analyzed, open
response questions dissected, and general patterns of success
and less than success reviewed. The committee will present
to grade level meetings and speciaists. From there the full
faculty will review the conclusions. Certainly | will share
thisinformation with you. So how do you thoughtfully
share with your child hisher MCAS results? First,
families must remember that the reports are addressed to the
parents/guardians. The reporting forms are not “kid
friendly.” If you choose to share the results with your
youngster do so in general terms, i.e. what strengths and
weakness the scores suggest, and what improvements might
be made.

Parent-teacher conferences are beginning the week of
October 22™ and concluding before Thanksgiving vacation.
These conferences provide an important opportunity to
establish a strong working relationship with one another.
Thisisthe time to share perspectives, ask questions, and set
appropriate goals for the year ahead. Through mutual
respect and open communication, we can come together to
provide the best possible learning opportunity for your child.
