Last night, we had our annual Curriculum Night/Open
House for curriculum presentations. This is a special
tradition. As you can imagine, the staff spent considerable
time in preparation for this evening at Franklin. This was an
opportunity to learn about plans for the year and to receive
printed material for all students. It was a time to ask
clarifying questions and derive an overall grade level scope
and sequence. Teachers took the opportunity to explain
classroom routines and review homework expectations.

Individual pupil progress conferences are towards the end of
October to Thanksgiving vacation. At that time, you will
have an opportunity for a dialogue about your child’s needs
and achievement. If you were unable to attend last night,
the teacher has saved the handout for you and will send it
home via your child.

Last May, the Newton School Committee accepted School
Improvement Plans (SIP) from each Newton school. These
SIPs are written for 3 years and amended yearly. Franklin
School’s goals are as follows:

1.To continue to raise the academic achievement of all
students and in doing so, to narrow the achievement
gap for students of color, and students in lower socio-
economic groups. (There are four specific objectives
with this goal)
a. Increase proficiency with writing as demonstrated
on writing prompts, student work samples, as well as
MCAS open responses and long compositions.
b. Narrow the achievement gap for underperforming
cohort (low socio-economics, ELL, students of color)
by increasing the number of K-2 students scoring at
benchmark on the DRA and DIBELS tests.
c. Raise the academic achievement of ALL students
by increasing the number of students scoring at
proficient and advanced in Math MCAS from 62% to
85%.
d. Raise the academic achievement of all students by
increasing the number of students scoring at Proficient
and Advanced levels on the reading component of
ELA (from 63% to 85%)

2.To continue to create an anti-bias/anti-racist school
environment that actively practices respect for human
differences.

3.To continue technology planning with an emphasis on
integrating technology as a tool for improved teaching
and learning.



4.To continue to ensure a safe and vibrant school
environment.

The staff and I will review these goals and work to
implement them successfully. Our students are proving
themselves to be responsible, respectful, kind, curious, and
thoughtful young people. They are such a delight to teach
every day. The staff and I are enjoying them immensely.
